Registration Fee & Transfers:

A registration fee of NZ$160 is payable when you enrol for any course of study at Aoraki.  This is a once-only payment.  If you extend your course of study, or change your course while at the school, you do not need to pay another registration fee.  You may transfer between English courses and mainstream programmes at Aoraki without payment of transfer fees.  The transfer must be approved by Aoraki International and the appropriate Head of Department.  Your tuition fees may not be transferred to another person.

Resource Fees:

This is for core course extras; field trips, special non-tuition parts of a course.  These vary from course to course.  They are to be paid with tuition fees and are transferred to the department concerned.  The figure is as accurate, as can be determined at the time of course commencement.  There may be text books to purchase over and above this.  

Cancellations & Refunds:

Cancellation before you arrive in New Zealand or if you are not granted a visa to study in New Zealand: Aoraki International will refund all fees other than registration.

Cancellation after you arrive in New Zealand, or during the first seven days of your course: Aoraki International will refund all tuition and unused accommodation fees, except for 10% of your total tuition fee or NZ$500, whichever is the lesser.

Cancellation after the first seven days of your course: Aoraki International will refund any unused portion of your homestay/hostel fees.  However, we regret that no other fees can be refunded.

All cancellations and applications for a refund must be received in writing and must be accompanied by all original documents.  Before making a refund we will require evidence that you have changed your visa status or returned to your home country.  If you have enrolled through an education consultant, refunds are made directly to the consultant.

Attendance & Behaviour:

You will be expected to attend classes punctually, and to behave in a responsible manner at the school and with your homestay family or in the hostel.  If your behaviour is detrimental to the school or to other students, you may be suspended or asked to leave the school.  In this event, we regret that no tuition fees can be refunded.

Accommodation:

There is a once-only payment of NZ$130 (accommodation finding fee) for arrangement of homestay or hostel accommodation.  The weekly homestay fees pays for your accommodation, breakfast, and access to a packed lunch and dinner every day, plus all meals on weekends.  We must receive at least two-week’s notice of your intention to leave your homestay/hostel.  If you go on holiday and wish to return to the hostel or the same host-family, a booking fee must be paid (NZ$45 per week for hostel and NZ$55 per week for homestay).  Please advise any special accommodation or diet needs.  We will try our best to match you with a suitable homestay.

Liability & Insurance:

At Aoraki International we take every care to ensure your well-being.  However, Aoraki International will not be liable for any loss, damage or injury incurred within the school, with a homestay family or on a school tour or excursion.  In starting a course of study at Aoraki, you will be deemed to have accepted all of our Enrolment Conditions.  We strongly recommend that you take insurance for your health and personal property, and we provide information on Uni-Care’s policies on request.
