Application Procedure

1. A completed International Student Application Form for Admission to Undergraduate Programs.

2. A $50 application fee made payable to Ashland University. 

3. The Certificate of Finances form accompanied by a bank statement showing the sponsor’s ability to support the student with funds equal to or greater than the estimated expenses per year.

4. Academic records from all secondary schools, colleges or universities attended, both in English and the original language.

5. Results of any state or government comprehensive exams, such as the Baccalaureate or the G.C.E., if applicable.

6. Two letters of recommendation from persons who can evaluate the applicant’s character, academic background and/or work experience.

7. (a) An official TOEFL score 500 (173 on computerised TOEFL) or above, or an IELTS score of 6.0 or above. If the TOEFL or IELTS score is below the required level, or these tests have not been taken, the student may enter the Center for English Studies (ACCESS). 

(b) For Masters of Business Administration or the Master of Education program Proof of Bachelor’s degree with a grade point average equivalent to 2.75/4.0 or higher. For graduate programs, a TOEFL score of at least 550 (213 computerised) or an IELTS score of at least 6.5 is required. 

Both the MBA and Med programs require at least two full years of work experience to qualify for entrance. For the Med program, the work experience must be in the area of Education.
